• Play-based curriculum with an Early 
Childhood Educator 

• Parents must register for 
Kindergarten to be eligible for the 
Ready To/2 Learn  

 

• Before and after school program 
may be available on or off site 
outside of school hours (check 
your local school) 

• Fees will be charged to parents 

• Before and After School program 
(Extended day program) is a child 
care program with an Early 
Childhood Educator outside of the 
full day school program hours  

• Before and after school care may 
be offered on or off site (check your 
local school)  

• Fees will be charged to the parent  
 

• Before and after school program 
may be available on or off site 
outside of school hours (check your 
local school) 

• Fees will be charged to parents  

 
Common to All Programs 

 
 
�Junior Kindergarten students must be 4 years of age by December 31, 2010 
�Senior Kindergarten students must be 5 years of age by December 31, 2010 
� Parents can only register their child in one of the program options 
� Offered at no cost to parents 
� Transportation is provided at beginning and end of school day 
� All programs are optional 
� Fee subsidy may be available for licensed before and after school childcare programs
